Top Internship Interviewing Tips
You've already sent out your resume and cover letter and the employer has recently contacted you about scheduling an interview. Below are some tips to help ensure a successful interview, which is the next step in the internship process.

1. Be prepared 

You can prepare yourself for the interview by researching the company and preparing a list of questions you have for the interviewer. Bring a copy of your resume with you to the interview in case the interviewer does not have one on hand

2. Make a Good First Impression

Once you get the interview, it is your job to create a good first impression by being prompt, being yourself, attending to your nonverbal behavior such as firm handshake and maintaining eye contact throughout the interview.
3. Emphasize Your Skills and Accomplishments

Focus on your skills and accomplishments, including high school/college coursework and your computer and language skills. Previous internships and/or work experiences are important.
4. Understand The Question Before Answering

It is OK to ask the interviewer for clarification or to repeat the question. You want to know what the interviewer is looking for before you go ahead and assume that you have the right answer.

5. Emphasize the Positive

You may be asked during the interview to give a list of your strengths and weaknesses. Remember in these types of questions to focus on the positive. 
6. Close the Interview with Confidence

The beginning and ending of the interview can be the most crucial aspects of the interview. End your interview with confidence. Thank the interviewer for his/her time and ask when you may expect to hear back from the employer.

7. Follow Up the Interview with a Thank You Note

Take this opportunity to clarify a topic discussed in the interview and to reaffirm your interest in the organization and the internship. Send a thank you note to everyone you interviewed with on the day of your interview.
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
