2. The builder starts building the image on the card in the category rolled.
3. If no one guesses correctly, no points are scored and the next player becomes the builder.
4. The builder rolls the LEGO dice and takes a card.
5. Both the first person to guess and the builder get a point.

1. One point goes to the first person to guess only.
2. The builder can draw any image on the card.
3. If no one guesses correctly, everybody gets a point.
